SURGERY PHENOMENA.
In the area of M Peshnoy, Zhanbay, isl. Kulaly, isl. Tyuleniy, Karaton,
Kalamkas surge events are not expected, sea level fluctuations will not exceed 14

SURGERY PHENOMENA.
In the area of Fort-Shevchenko, Aktau, Fetisovo and Makhachkala, surge
events are not expected, sea level fluctuations will not exceed 14 cm.

September 26 - October 02, 2024

In the northern part of the Caspian Sea, according to operational data from
marine stations of Kazhydromet: Peshnoy, Kulaly island and Roshydromet (isl.
Tyuleniy), the average sea level corresponded to minus 28,97 m, the maximum
minus 28.52 m, the minimum minus 29.40 m.

According to the operational data of the sea stations of Kazhydromet: Fort-
Shevchenko, Aktau, Fetisovo and Roshydromet (Makhachkala), the average value
of the level of the Caspian Sea, in its deep part, corresponded to minus 29.30 m,
the maximum minus 28.87 m, the minimum minus 29.60 m.
