SEA LEVEL.

In the period on May 07 — 12, the sea level is expected to fluctuate around
the mark of minus 29.41 m BS. The range of fluctuations in sea level is from
minus 28.98 m to minus 29.74 m.

Figure 2 shows a graph of the predicted sea level values at various points in
the Middle part of the Caspian Sea.

SURGERY PHENOMENA.

In the area of Fort-Shevchenko, Aktau, Saura, Kuryk, Fetisovo and
Makhachkala, surge events are not expected, sea level fluctuations will not exceed
12 cm.

On May 08, the sea level in Kuryk region drops by 20 cm, reaching -29.74

28.92 m BS. The range of fluctuations in sea level is from minus 28.28 m to minus
29.51 m.

Figure 3 shows a graph of the predicted sea level values at various points in
the Northern part of the Caspian Sea.

SURGERY PHENOMENA.

In the area of Kulaly, Tyuleniy and Zhanbay surge events are not expected,
sea level fluctuations will not exceed 13 cm.

On May 12, the sea level in Peshnoy region drops by 17 cm, reaching -29.45

CASPIAN SEA WATER STAGE FROM MAY 01 - 07, 2025

In the northern part of the Caspian Sea, according to operational data from
marine stations of Kazhydromet: Peshnoy, Kulaly island and Roshydromet (isl.
Tyuleniy), the average sea level corresponded to minus 28.88 m, the maximum
minus 28.24 m, the minimum minus 29.50 m.

According to the operational data of the sea stations of Kazhydromet: Fort-
Shevchenko, Aktau, Fetisovo and Roshydromet (Makhachkala), the average value
of the level of the Caspian Sea, in its deep part, corresponded to minus 29.28 m,
the maximum minus 28.84 m, the minimum minus 29.59 m.
